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GENERAL INFORMATION
· Check in: 2pm / Check out: 1pm
· WiFi Information: Network: levi-guest-wifi / Password: parkguest
· Dumpster locations: all 3 bathhouses and 1 at campground store entrance
· Dump Station is located at Bathhouse 2
· Coin laundry is located in all 3 bathhouses
· Putt putt closes one hour before the store closes (check with the Campground to see what time they close this evening)
· We do sell ice, wood, general merchandise that you may have forgot, and a sweet treat at our Campground Store. 
· Quiet time: 11pm – 7am 
· We are pet friendly but please view the rule section in the packet regarding your fury friend
· Each campsite will be assigned two cards that will give you access to the Campground. This will be the only way accessible into the campground once the store is closed.
· These cards must be returned at the end of your stay when you checkout or there will be a $25.00 charge per card applied to your reservation profile for not returning them. 
· After quiet time begins (11pm) all guests will be asked to remove their vehicle but are allowed to park at the entrance of the campground but quiet time is still in effect so please respect your neighbors. 
· When checking out please return your gate cards and yellow reservation cards to the store. If store is closed, please drop them in the mailbox next to the putt putt course on your way out. 
RULES
· Absolutely NO parties or reunions that bring in extra outside traffic into the campground are permitted at any time.
· Only ONE camping unit per site (includes camper sites and tent sites). ALL back-in sites must have units backed into them (you cannot pull into the site if it’s a back-in).
· EZ- Ups and screen rooms are allowed as a temporary shelter but not allowed as a permanent shelter. They must be anchored so they do not fly away in strong wind.
· All recreational vehicles must be registered and in good working order. Only factory manufactured units are allowed. Guests cannot modify the Parks electric, water, or sewer connections. We highly recommend using a surge protector at the pedestal and water regulator to prevent damage regardless of what campground you’re staying at. 
· The park is not responsible for damages, injury, or loss to either person or property by fire, theft, weather, or Acts of God.

· Please maintain a neat and orderly site. Items may be stored under your RV if they are in rubber totes and/or presented in a neat appearance. The following flags are allowed to be displayed at your site throughout the campground: international flags, American, Coast Guard, POW, MIA, veterans, sports or decorative flags such as holiday, seasonal, or garden. 
· Pets: Must be kept on leash at all times. Please do not restrain your pets to any trees or park property. Pet gates are allowed on your site. All pet owners are required to clean up after their pet. At no point shall pets be left unattended by their owner. Non service animals are not permitted in bathhouses. 
· Keep your neighbors in mind. Quiet time is 11pm. Please keep an eye on your children. Do not ride a bicycle or drive a golf cart through another person’s campsite. Be neighborly and respectful of others. 
· Please remember not to leave any trash on your campsite or in the fire rings when checking out. There is a dumpster available at every bathhouse for garbage disposal. 
· No sewage or gray water from tents, campers, or recreational vehicles shall be disposed of on campground premises except at the sewage disposal station located at Bathhouse #2.
· Vehicles or equipment shall not be washed within the campground. 
· NO SMOKING/VAPING INSIDE BUILDINGS OR WITHIN 25 FEET OF ANY PLAYGROUNDS OR BUILDING ENTRANCES.
· Park Management has the right to move campers to another site due to maintenance, business needs, etc. 
· Guests must obey all federal, state, and local laws regarding the ownership and possession of firearms. Firearms are not permitted in any property buildings or common areas. Guests may have a firearm in a locked, private vehicle in parking areas if permitted by law. The discharge of firearms, BB guns, air guns/ rifles, or similar devices are strictly prohibited. Fireworks are not allowed. 
· All RV owners, guests, and visitors are expected to follow the instructions of Park Management, Security, and local authorities. 
· Permitted: Power wheels, hoverboards, hoverboards with seat attachments, pedal bicycles, skateboards, non-motorized bicycles, non-motorized scooters. Licensed utvs and motorcycles are permitted for entering and exiting your campsite only, not joyriding them. 
· Non-Permitted: All motorized bicycles, scooters, mules, gators, SxS, ATVs, gas or electric dirt bikes, gas powered and electric bikes, or other non-street legal/licensed utility vehicles or any device deemed non permittable by Security / Management. 
· If a device is not listed but is used as a mobility aid it must be registered at the Campground Store and you must present your handicap placard used for parking to ensure it will be used by the correct guest.
· *IF the mobility aid is being used by someone other than the registered operator, disciplinary action will be taken* 
· No permitted devices to be rode after dark. 
· Any sit-down transportation that is permitted (ex – hoverboards with seat attachments, power wheels) is required a 6ft pole with flag attached for visibility purposes of others. 
· Campers are welcome to bring their own golf carts. Drivers must have a valid driver’s license to operate golf cart. They are not permitted on trails except the shortcut to the pool located in the J section of campground. No joyriding once quiet time begins at 11pm. 
· Even of those transportation items permitted, they must adhere to the 7mph speed limit. No racing, horseplaying, passing other vehicles or through campsites is allowed.  


DISCIPLINARY ACTIONS 
· If any of the park’s rules are broken or disturbance of the peace our security team has the ability to handle these infractions. 
· If the rule breaker is a minor, the security team will still inform the parent or guardian of that campsite. 
· First offense: The security team will issue a verbal warning to the occupant of the campsite. 
· Second offense: The security team will issue a written warning. 
· Third offense: Will be grounds for removal with no refund given for the current stay and a season ban for the occupants of that site. If said occupants have other reservations in that season, those will be cancelled and refunded following the normal cancellation rules. 
MAKING RESERVATIONS
All campsites can be reserved up to a year in advance. You can make reservations online at levijacksonpark.com or give the campground a call at (606) 330-2130 ext. #1. A $3.50 fee is charged per reservation. You must pay for the entire reservation at the time of booking.
April 1st – November 1st: During this time frame there will be a 14-day maximum stay for all sites unless approved by management. 
November 2nd – March 31st: During non-peak season all sites will transition to 50% off. Limited sites and amenities will be available during this time.  
CANCELLATIONS / RES. CHANGES / NO SHOWS
Call the park at (606) 330-2130 Extension #2 to cancel or make changes to your reservation. Changes and cancellations must be made at least 3 days prior to your check in date. 
Cancellation Policy: $3.50 is always nonrefundable, $10.00 cancellation fee deducted. Remaining amount refunded - if reservation was made through us at the park and was paid with a card, we can refund that card if it’s within a few weeks’ timeframe. If you made it through the park and paid with cash or check, a refund check will have to be mailed back to you. 
No Show Policy: If you suspect you will arrive late, please call to inform staff. If no contact has been made it will be parked as a “no show” 24 hours after your check in date. Once a reservation is marked NO SHOW it can no longer be transferred, changed, or refunded. 
Checking Out Early: Once a reservation is checked in, we cannot offer refunds or transfer your unused dates to a different time frame.
